1.1.	 Junior Exhibitors are those eight (8) through eigh-
teen (18) years of age on December 31, 2023. 
2.2.	 All Junior Exhibitors must be a member in good 
standing of a 4-H Club or FFA Chapter (in accordance 
with Franklin County rules) for the prior year (Oct. 1, 
2022-Sept. 30, 2023) and be enrolled in the current year 
and project they are exhibiting by January 1, 2024.  The 
previous year member in good standing requirement 
will be waived for first-year enrollees.  Junior Exhibitors 
that fail to meet these requirements will be ineligible to 
show at the Fair.
3.3.	 All Junior Exhibitors must be Show Me Quality As-
surance certified at the appropriate level and provide 
their number at the time of fair registration.  For ques-
tions on certification, contact the University of Missouri 
Extension Center in Union (636-583-5141).
4. 4.  ALL Tag-in Pre-Registration will be online ONLY and 
due by Noon on Thursday prior to tagging.

5.5.	 The Exhibitor MUST be present at tagging.  All ex-
hibitors, regardless of age, MUST be accompanied by a 
parent or legal guardian.
6.6.	 Market animals must be owned by the exhibitor at 
the time of tagging.
7.7.	 Market steers must be dehorned, have scurs re-
moved and be castrated with a knife or verified a steer 
at tagging, up to and including the fair. All Steers must 
be shown in an appropriate cinch-type halter. Steers 
must be tied in their stalls with a halter and neck rope.
8.8.	 Market hogs will be tagged in each ear. IF A TAG IS 
LOST, NOTIFY A LIVESTOCK COMMITTEE MEMBER IMME-
DIATELY. FOR HOGS, THE COMMITTEE WILL RE-TAG THE 
ANIMAL ONCE, AS LONG AS THE SECOND TAG IS STILL 
PRESENT. NO ANIMAL WILL BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT AN 
OFFICIAL TAG.
9.9.	 Junior Exhibitors (Market and/or Breeding Classes) 
must reside in Franklin or an adjoining county. Only 
those exhibitors who will not sell a market animal at 
another fair in 2024 are eligible to exhibit a market 
animal. Exhibitors may tag in two market steers, two 
market hogs, two market lambs or two dairy cows, but 
may only ENTER ONE MARKET ANIMAL. Exhibitors must 
decide by fair registration deadline which species they 
will exhibit.
10.	10.	 All entries must be registered online with fees paid 
between May 1 and June 30, 2024.  This registration is 
completed through FairEntry and is separate from the 
tagging pre-registration.  Link to FairEntry registration will 
be available May 1 at www.washmofair.com/livestock.
	 **FairEntry registration includes multiple steps, in-
cluding registering the exhibitor, adding the entries, and 
paying the stall fees.  Registration will be reviewed by 
the committee after ALL steps are completed.  If ap-
proved, exhibitor will receive a confirmation e-mail.

11.	11.	 The Fair reserves the right to refuse any application.
12.12.	 No animal will be accepted at the Fair that has not 
been officially entered. Substitutions may only be made 
for breeding classes by calling the show chairman be-
fore July 31, 2024 — NO EXCEPTIONS. 
13.13.	 The charge for stall rental fees (per head) will be:

14.	14.	 All animals will be inspected by a veterinarian at 
the gate prior to entering the fairgrounds. Health pa-
pers for all animals MUST be presented to the veterinar-
ian at this time. PLEASE READ HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 
THOROUGHLY. 
15.	15.	 Registration papers, in the sole name of the Junior 
Exhibitor or Partnership, MUST be furnished prior to show-
ing in the Junior/Open Division. Crossbred animals are 
eligible for the Junior Show.
16.16.	 All Breeding Classes are limited to two (2) entries 
per exhibitor. Group classes are limited to one (1) entry 
per exhibitor and the animals in the group classes  ex-
cept for get for sire in Breeding Classes, must be owned 
by the same exhibitor except for Get of Sire. There will 
be a limit of two (2) breeds per exhibitor. Crossbreeds 
are considered a breed.
17.17.	 All exhibitors will be required to have a ticket for 
admission to the fair. Exhibitors that do not have a sea-
son pass or daily ticket must purchase a daily ticket at 
the gate.
18.18.	 Exhibitor packets will be available at the Fair Live-
stock office from 12 PM to 2 PM on Sunday, August 4, 
2024, ONE VEHICLE PASS PER FAMILY will be included in 
the packet. No vehicles will be allowed on the grounds 
without a proper pass or after 10:00 AM. Violators will be 
towed at the owner’s expense.
19.	19.	 Stall assignments will be made by the Livestock 
Committee.  No displays will be allowed above the top 
rail in the cattle barn to allow proper ventilation.  Ban-
ners and signs may be placed higher up in the barn.  
All fans in the cattle barn must be pointed in the same 
direction as assigned by the Livestock Committee. 
20.20.	 Tack areas will be assigned by the Livestock Com-
mittee.  Delivery of feed and bedding must be made 
before 10:00a.m. each day.  No bedding will be al-
lowed for Market Hogs.  To limit overcrowding in the 
barn, a maximum of one stall space per animal brought 
to the fair will be allowed.  Exhibitors in the Swine Barn 
will need to remove all tack, feeders and signs by 
7:00a.m. on Sunday, August 11, 2024.  Tack may be 
picked up OUTSIDE the SOUTH gate from 10:00p.m. to 
the close of ground on Saturday, August 10, 2024.  Ve-
hicles will not be allowed inside the gates for loading.  
Tack may also be moved and stored in Cattle Barn or 
Tack area near show arena.

32.32.	 If at any time an animal deemed unsound in the 
sole discretion of the Livestock Committee, or veteri-
narian on grounds, will not be eligible to show or sell at 
the auction.
33.33.	 All livestock being shown for judging and for sale 
at the Blue Ribbon Auction shall be clean and free of 
all decoration. No food or drink will be allowed in the 
Show Ring or Auction Ring.
34.	34.	 The top BLUE RIBBON market animals in each class 
will be shown for GRAND CHAMPION then the second 
place market animal in the class the Grand Cham-
pion was picked from will be brought in for RESERVE 
CHAMPION.

MISSOURI ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

General Requirements
1.	 All animals must have a Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection unless specifically exempted. The Cer-
tificate of Veterinary Inspection shall state that the 
animal(s) are free of visible signs of contagious, infec-
tious, or communicable disease, and describe the 
animal(s) by species, breed, sex and age, and include 
official identification where required. The Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection shall reflect all data for required 
test and vaccinations, including dates, results, and the 
name of the laboratory.
2.	 The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is valid for 
thirty (30) days from the date of inspection.
3.	 Animals with active lesions of ringworm with re-
sulting loss of hair, or warts easily visible without close 
examination will not be permitted to exhibit and shall 
be subject to isolation or expulsion depending upon 
the nature and seriousness of the disease.
4.	 Sales scheduled in association with exhibitions 
must employ an accredited veterinarian to examine 
animals and process a Certificate of Veterinary In-
spection for change of ownership when required.
5.	 The following are valid forms of official ID: 840 RFID/
EID tags, 8 or 9 character NUES tags, Scrapie tags, 
Brucellosis tags, or a registration tattoo if purebred and 
with proof of registration accompanying the animal.

d. Tuberculosis

(including exotic bovids and bison), two (2) 
months of age and older, entering Mis-
souri for exhibition must meet the following 
requirements: 

ii.	 All classes of beef cattle entering Missouri for 
exhibition from a state having a tuberculo-
sis-free status may enter without additional 
testing requirements or entry permit; 

*Subject to change by the Missouri Department of Agriculture.
Check with your veterinarian for the current health requirements.



iii. All classes of beef cattle, six (6) months of 
age and older, entering Missouri for exhi-
bition from a state having a tuberculosis 
status less than free must meet the following 
requirements:

1. Must obtain an entry permit;
2. Must have a negative tuberculosis test 
within sixty (60) days of shipment, test 
date must be listed on the CVI; or

3. Move from an accredited tubercu-
losis-free herd (herd test date must be 
lisetd on the CVI); or

4. Move directly from a herd of origin 
that has had one (1) complete nega-
tive herd test within one (1) year (date 
of test must be listed on the CVI).

iv.  Dairy cattle– All classes of dairy cattle, two

3. Move from an accredited tubercu-
losis-free herd (herd test date must be 
listed on the CVI); or

4. Move directly from a herd of origin 
that has had one (1) complete nega-
tive herd test within one (1) year (date 
of test must be listed on the CVI).

v.  Rodeo livestock, eighteen (18) months of 
age and older, must be tested negative for 
tuberculosis every twelve (12) months and 
obtain an entry permit prior to entering Mis-
souri. 

vi. No sexually intact rodeo stock from Mexico 
will be permitted to enter Missouri without 
a negative tuberculosis test within sixty (60) 
days of shipment (test date must be listed 
on the CVI).
